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BACKGROUND 
Moogambigai comes from a lineage of traditional Tamil Theatre (Thennattu 
Naraiyur Koothu) artists. But since girls were forbidden from performing this 
form, she grew up longing to dance but having no access to any formal 
training. Then during the pandemic, she began volunteering with Katradi, an 
initiative of Wind Dancers Trust. She impressed everyone with her 
compassion and dedication, rising to be a youth leader working with great 
courage in the frontlines of COVID-19 relief work, helping serve 100s of 
people across many villages in Tiruvannamalai, Ranipet and Vellore Districts – 
distributing rations, helping people access vaccines, running a small school 
for the children in her village and a free kitchen. She actively developed her 
presentation skills, communication abilities and organizational skills as a 
project leader. She happened to take a Bharatanatyam class from Sangeeta 
Isvaran, the founder of Katradi, astonishing her with her immense talent. She 
earned a Bharatanatyam Scholarship and quickly absorbed the art with great 
delight, attaining a professional level very soon with her talent, hard work 
and dedication. She also proved to be a wonderful teacher, connecting with 
great empathy and affection with children of all ages. As a high-energy, 
dedicated teacher Moogambigai was immediately employed by Katradi as a 
dance teacher and facilitator.
